According to the Sheriff’s Office crash statistics, between 
November 1st and first week of January 2008, 1,031 crashes 
occurred in Richland County; and of these crashes, 36 were 
alcohol-related crashes of which 2 fatalities occurred; plus 
219 persons were injured in crashes of which 12 were 
alcohol-related.  
 

That’s why the Richland County Sheriff’s Office is joining with 
other national, state and local highway safety and law enforcement officials to remind everyone 
this holiday season to always designate a sober driver before each holiday party or event 
involving alcohol.
